Health and Safety Statement

The Adult College for Rural East Sussex operates within the policies and procedures of East Sussex County Council and is committed to ensuring the health, safety and welfare of students and staff.  A Safe Learning Statement is included within its Health and Safety Policy.

Providing a safe and healthy environment for learning and working 

Most of the Adult Learning provided by the Adult College for Rural East Sussex is delivered in local authority buildings, which are subject to regular health and safety risk assessments.  The Health and Safety Co-ordinator is responsible for ensuring that a Venue Risk Assessment has been undertaken for any other premises where courses are held and is responsible for ensuring that adult learning offices provide a safe environment for staff and students.

Tutors are responsible for checking for obvious hazards at the beginning of their classes and responding appropriately.

All staff have a responsibility to report any observed, or reported signs that a student is being abused in any way.

Ensuring that staff and students are aware of their responsibilities

The Student Handbook sets out students’ responsibilities in relation to health and safety. The Tutor Handbook sets out tutor’s responsibilities in relation to health and safety.  The Curriculum and Admin Staff Handbook sets out the responsibilities of these staff in relation to health and safety. 

An induction checklist tracks that key venue related health and safety information (e.g. first aid, evacuation procedures) is given to students at their first session. All students on physical activity courses complete a health and exercise history questionnaire before joining the course.

Tutors are given guidance on their responsibilities during their induction programmes, and both general and subject specific guidance is given in the Tutor Handbook. They are responsible for ensuring safe practice for learning activities.

Health and Safety issues feature in the induction process used for all new staff.

Safe Learning Policy

Students’ Rights - Personal safety is important when taking part in any kind of learning.  Students have the right to be and feel safe, free from harm or abuse or threats.

Students’ Responsibilities are to respect other people’s rights to safety and not to harm or abuse others or threaten to harm or abuse them.
